BLEST ARE THE BROKENHEARTED 
 

I read an article that gives the medical basis for something we all know, that people can die of a 
broken heart. Called the Takotsubo syndrome, it occurs when a physical or emotional shock such 
as death of a loved one, causes a spike in adrenaline, which interacts with certain molecules, 
triggering a loss of movement in part of the heart, which can lead to acute heart failure. These very 
same molecules are linked to anxiety, depression and stress. Little wonder that we fear our hearts 
being broken and suffer when they are.  
 
What breaks your heart? The death of a loved one? The cruelty of a relative or friend? Being 
treated unjustly and being powerless to stop it? Often, too is the loss of something that breaks our 
hearts. And whatever is lost usually can never be replaced. We begin to live life without that which 
was so deep a part of our existence. It is almost unbearable and sometimes it is. We all 
experience it. How do we live with it? 
 
For some, the wound is so severe that they turn away from God, angry that He didn’t stop some 
tragedy from happening. Some even turn away from other people. The broken heart can lead to a 
closed heart, which is a greater sadness, for the person now is cut off from that which is most 
needed: divine love.  
 
Psalm 147 tell us, “The Lord heals the brokenhearted and binds up their wounds.” How? Through 
us, channeling God’s grace. One of my favorite prayers is that of St. Teresa of Avila: 
 
 
“Christ has no body now but yours. No hands, no feet on earth but yours. Yours are 
the eyes through which he looks compassion on this world. Yours are the feet with 
which he walks to do good. Yours are the hands through which he blesses all the 

world. Yours are the hands, yours are the feet, yours are the eyes, you are his body. 
Christ has no body now on earth but yours.”
